
       As many of you know, I lived in Guam and helped my family in the ministry there from
January of 2019 to April of 2021. Since August of 2021, I have attended The Crown College of
the Bible in Powell, TN where I met my fiancée, Bella. I am finishing my studies in missions
ministry, and she is finishing her courses in Crown’s cosmetology program. While here, the Lord
has given us amazing opportunities to serve Him: from hosting Bible studies in schools and on
other college campuses, ministering in nursing homes, preaching in prison, and serving on bus
routes.
